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 Chairperson McKay proceeded with roll call.  All Board members 

were present. 
 
Minutes of the Chairperson McKay asked if any members of the public would like 
March 30, to provide oral testimony on this agenda item.  There were none. 
2021 Board 
Meeting: After discussion, it was moved by Chairperson McKay, seconded  
 by Vice-Chairperson Williams, and unanimously carried to approve 

the minutes of the March 30, 2021 meeting as circulated. 
   
Licensing: Chairperson McKay asked if any members of the public would like 

to provide oral testimony on this agenda item. There were none. 
 
 The Board agreed by consensus to take the following agenda item 

out of order. 
  
 B. Application for Exam & License  
 

(i) Barber – Loraina Vaimili 
 
It was moved by Mr. Murata and seconded by Ms. Severson 
to approve the barber application for exam and license of 
Loraina Vaimili.  Vice-Chairperson Williams stated that she 
knows the applicant but is capable of voting fairly and 
objectively.  Chairperson McKay proceeding with a roll call 
vote and the motion was unanimously carried. 

 
 By consensus, the Board returned to regular order of the agenda.

(“NIC) Examination 
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(i) Results of the State NIC Barber and Beauty Operator 
Examinations Administered March 2021 & April 2021

B. NIC Virtual Education Program Event – April 25, 2021 

 
NIC held a Virtual Education Program Event on April 25, 
2021 and Executive Officer Yam provided a brief report on 
the information presented by the keynote speakers to the 
Board. 
 
AJ Donelson from Advocom Group and Ryan Brannan from 
Texas Sunset Advisory Commission presented information 
regarding current legislative trends on occupational licensing 
deregulation. The purpose of licensing laws is to raise quality 
of services and protect consumers, and it is not to protect 
current licensees from competition. Deregulation is more 
likely to occur when a board action is reviewed as anti-
competitive or unfair competition, and license requirements 
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are considered restrictive or a barrier guarding entry into a 
profession. 
 
Oleg Shvarts, M.D., from Certermy presented information 
regarding National Database and National Credential. 
 

• National Database: available by the end of 2021 year 
 
Each state will have access to a portal containing 
licensee information (i.e. name, state licenses, license 
numbers, disciplinary actions, contact information, 
and supporting documents) on NIC participating 
states.   
 

• National Credential: available within the next several 
months 
 
Individuals who satisfied the NIC requirements and 
have taken/passed the NIC examination will be able 
to obtain a National Credential.  The National 
Credential does not supersede state requirements for 
licensure.  

 
Executive Officer Yam stated there may be required fees to 
participate in the National Database and National Credential.  
She asked whether the Board would be inclined to 
participate in the National Database or National Credential.  
Board members expressed interest to participate; however, 
requested more information be provided once these two 
features are available before making a formal decision. 
 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention – The National 
Institute for Occupational Safety and Health (CDC-NIOSH) 
representative Jennifer Topmiller presented information 
regarding COVID-19, how the virus spreads, preventions, 
and vaccines.  
 
American Industry Hygiene Association-Back to Work Safely 
taskforce representatives Dana Hollins and Melanie 
Nembhard provided information on measures that shops 
may consider implementing to reduce COVID-19 
transmission, including but not limited to: 
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1) increase ventilation and distance to decrease risk 
of infections; 

2) avoid use of hand dryers; 
3) provide reminders to wash hands, disinfect or 

preplace personal protective equipment.

Henry Sorenson from Prov, Inc. presented information 
regarding availability of examinations and the impact on test 
centers due to COVID-19.  NIC is exploring alternative 
methods such as remote testing, which would allow 
applicants to take examinations from home using their own 
device.  The device must meet system requirements to allow 
proctors to monitor and record applicants.   
 
Executive Officer Yam stated that remote testing must still 
comply with the laws and rules of the respective jurisdiction.  
Currently, Hawaii Administrative Rules section 16-78-28(b) 
states: 
 

The examination shall be given only on established 
dates and at designated locations in the State. 
Exceptions to established dates shall be made for the 
benefit of candidates who for religious reasons may 
not sit on scheduled examination dates. Conditions 
and procedures for admittance to this special date 
shall be determined by the board and testing service. 

 
Permitted   Executive Officer Kleinhans asked if any members of the 
Interaction   public would like to provide oral testimony on this agenda  
Group Report: item.  There were none. 
 

A. Proposed Administration Bill to Amend Hawaii Revised 
Statues Chapters 438 and 439 

 
Executive Officer Kleinhans stated that the Board’s 
Permitted Interaction Group established at its February 23, 
2021 meeting met to discuss and draft a proposed 
administration bill.  He explained that the purpose of the bill 
is to align and remedy inconsistencies between Hawaii 
Revised Statutes (“HRS”) chapters 438 and 439.  Executive

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Officer Kleinhans noted most of the statutory language is 
unchanged; however, reported several substantive changes 
that require further discussion:  
 

• Adding a definition of “Barber school” as a licensed 
school engaged in teaching the practice of barbering.  
Executive Officer Kleinhans stated that licensure is 
currently administered through the Hawaii Department 
of Education and accordingly, is not included in the 
proposed “License required” section; 
 

• Adding “relaxing” to the definitions of “Hairdresser” 
and “Practice of barbering”; 

 

• Amending the term of the temporary permit to “one 
year” instead of the consecutive examinations; 

 

• Removing Barber remedial training, similar to the 
Beauty Operator examination process; 

 

• Removing the five-year license requirement for 
Barber and Beauty Operator member seats; 

 

• Clarifying that public members shall be private 
citizens not connected with the industry; 

 

• Specifying a minimum age of sixteen years for 
registration or licensure; 

 

• Separating Barber training gained through a Barber 
school versus apprenticeship, and specifying 3000 
apprenticeship training hours or 1500 Barber school 
hours are required to qualify for the Barber 
examination 

 

• Adding a provision to provide the Board latitude to 
consider training obtained in another jurisdiction to 
determine satisfaction of the high school education 
requirement; 

 

• Specifying the apprentice to supervisor ratio shall not 
be more than one to one; 
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• Specifying the professional testing service shall 
administer the examination approved by the Board, 
although further discussion is needed whether the bill 
should require the examination to have questions on 
Hawaii laws and rules; 

 

• Adding a provision to provide the Board the ability to 
grant an extension to a temporary permit if the 
professional testing service is unable to administer 
the examination on a regular basis; 

 

• Specifying barber and beauty shops shall have 
adequate sanitary facilities, including toilets, hot and 
cold running water, sinks or wash basins.  Toilets 
shall be located in suitable and properly ventilated 
toilet rooms with doors; 

 

• Specifying that one year of experience is required to 
train an apprentice; 

 

• Specifying apprentices shall be compensated in 
accordance with HRS chapter 387 and the 
Department of Labor and Industrial Relations Wage 
Standards Division; 

 

• Adding a license forfeiture deadline of three years of 
non-renewal; and 

 

• Raising penalty and disciplinary action fees to adjust 
with inflation as appropriate. 
 

Pursuant to HRS section 92-2.5(b)(1)(c), the Board shall 
only act on this item at a subsequent meeting to allot the 
public and industry time to review and provide testimony.  
Executive Officer Kleinhans indicated that public attendees 
may email the Board to request a copy of the proposed draft, 
and encouraged public attendees requesting amendments to 
provide sample language for Board review and discussion.
