Agenda: The agenda for this meeting was filed with the Office of the Lieutenant 

Governor, as required by Hawaii Revised Statutes (“HRS”) section 92-
7(b). 

 
 A brief video was played to explain procedures for this virtual meeting and 

how members of the public can participate and interact with the Board 
during the meeting. 

 
Call to Order: Due to technical difficulties, the meeting was called to order at 12:13 p.m. 

by Chairperson McKay, at which time a quorum was established. 
 
 Chairperson McKay proceeded with roll call.  All Board members were 

present. 
 
Minutes of the Chairperson McKay asked if any members of the public would like 
May 25, 2021 to provide oral testimony on this agenda item.  There were none.

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 After discussion, it was moved by Chairperson McKay, seconded  
 by Mr. Murata, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the 

May 25, 2021 meeting as circulated. 
   
Licensing: Chairperson McKay asked if any members of the public would like to 

provide oral testimony on this agenda item. There were none.  
 

At 12:16 p.m., it was moved by Chairperson McKay, seconded by  
Ms. Severson, and unanimously carried for the Board to enter into 
Executive Session to consider and evaluate personal information relating 
to individuals applying for licensure in accordance with HRS section 92-
5(a)(1), and to consult with the Board’s attorney on questions and issues 
pertaining to the Board’s powers, duties, privileges, immunities, and 
liabilities in accordance with HRS section 92-5(a)(4). 
 
EXECUTIVE SESSION 
 
At 12:34 p.m., it was moved by Chairperson McKay, seconded by  
Mr. Murata, and unanimously carried for the Board to move out of 
Executive Session. 
 
A. Application for Exam & License – Beauty Operator 

 
i. Patria Judith Valensoy Alonso 
 
After discussion, it was moved by Chairperson McKay, seconded 
by Ms. Severson, and unanimously carried to defer the beauty 
operator application for exam & license of Patria Judith Valensoy 
Alonso pending submission of additional information. 

 
B. Ratification of Issued Licenses 

 
It was moved by Chairperson McKay, seconded by Mr. Murata, and 
unanimously carried to ratify the list of issued licenses attached (see, 
attached list). 

 
Executive Officer’s Executive Officer Yam asked if any members of the public  
Report:  would like to provide oral testimony on this agenda item.  There  
   were none. 
 

A. Results of the State NIC Examination Administered May 2021 
 

Executive Officer Yam provided the following results:

Scope of Practice: A. Use of Methyl Methacrylate in Artificial Nail   

 
The Board reviewed and discussed an email dated May 27, 2021, from 
Dylan Maeda regarding whether an acrylic monomer, methyl 
methacrylate, is permitted to be used in artificial nail enhancements in the 
state of Hawaii.   
 
Chairperson McKay asked if any members of the public would like 
to provide oral testimony on this agenda item.  
 
Ms. Hall raised her hand and was recognized by Chairperson 
McKay to present oral testimony. 
 
Ms. Hall introduced herself and stated that she is in the nail 
industry in the state of Hawaii and is curious to hear more about 
this inquiry.  
 
In consideration of this inquiry, the Board considered resources 
published by the Food and Drug Administration (“FDA”). Executive 
Officer Yam provided a brief overview of the FDA articles:  
 

Nail Care Products 
 
In the early 1970s, FDA received a number of complaints 
of injury associated with the use of artificial nails containing 
methyl methacrylate monomer.  Among these injuries were 
reports of fingernail damage and deformity, as well as 
contact dermatitis.   
 
No regulations specifically prohibiting the use of methyl 
methacrylate in cosmetic products.   
 
Cosmetics Safety Q&A: Prohibited Ingredients 
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FDA concluded that liquid methyl methacrylate was 
poisonous and deleterious substance that should not be 
used in fingernail preparations.   

 
Executive Officer Yam reported that many states such as Arizona, 
Florida, Indiana, Iowa, Montana, and New York have laws or rules 
that prohibit the use of methyl methacrylate. The Board also 
considered an Industry Bulletin issued by the California Board of 
Barbering and Cosmetology, which states that:  
  

The Board of Barbering and Cosmetology (Board) would 
like to make its licensees and consumers aware that the 
use of products that contain the ingredient MMA is 
prohibited for use in Board licensed establishments. The 
Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has concluded that 
liquid methyl methacrylate is a poisonous and deleterious 
substance that should not be used in fingernail 
preparations.  
 
MMA may be found in products used for artificial nail 
enhancements. This product can be identified by its very 
strong fruity odor. The use of MMA can cause the artificial 
nail to adhere so strongly to the natural nail bed that it may 
cause the nail bed to be removed under extreme pressure. 
You could have a severe allergic reaction to products 
containing this chemical and there is the potential for 
dangerous nail infections resulting from breaks in the 
natural nail. 

 
Currently, Hawaii does not have laws and rules regarding the use 
of methyl methacrylate in nail preparation; however, it was noted 
that the Hawaii Administrative Rules (“HAR”) §16-78-7 states that: 
 

Workmanship. All work performed shall conform to the 
industry standards. Conduct or practice contrary to 
recognized industry standards shall be construed as 
professional misconduct, gross carelessness, or manifest 
incapacity. 

 
Ms. Hall stated that she is a licensed nail technician and an 
educator of O.P.I. products.  She expressed her concern that 
methyl methacrylate should not be used in artificial nail 
enhancements/preparation in the state of Hawaii. 
 
After due consideration, it was moved by Chairperson McKay seconded 
by Mr. Murata, and unanimously carried that the Board informally opined 
that methyl methacrylate should not be used in artificial nail 
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enhancements/preparation in the state of Hawaii pursuant to HAR §16-
78-7. 
 
Lastly, in accordance with HAR § 16-201-90, the above interpretation is 
for informational and explanatory purposes only. It is not an official 
opinion or decision, and therefore is not to be viewed as binding on the 
Board or the Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs. 

 
Unfinished Business: A.  Proposed Administration Bill to amend Hawaii Revised  

Statutes Chapters 438 and 439 
 

Executive Officer Yam asked if any members of the public would 
like to provide oral testimony on this agenda item.   
 
Ms. Hall raised her hand and was recognized by Chairperson 
McKay to present oral testimony. 
 
Ms. Hall inquired if the proposed administration bill will remove the 
temporary permit. 
 
Executive Officer Yam responded that the current proposed 
administrative bill amends the term for the temporary permit to 
one year, instead of basing the term on a period of time covering 
the three or four consecutive examinations offered by the 
board after the permit's date of issuance.  
 
Ms. Hall expressed her concern regarding unlicensed activity and 
individuals who continue to practice after a temporary permit has 
expired.  She stated that individuals who are marketing their 
services to the public should have their license number, temporary 
permit number, and expiration dates visible. 

 
Executive Officer Yam responded that the Board has issued 
Important Announcements on the Board’s website regarding 
expiration dates of issued temporary permits and a barber 
applicant’s eligibility for examination due to the COVID-19 
pandemic resulting in the closure of Prometric testing sites in all 
counties.  She stated that applicants should be displaying their 
temporary permits and the most current announcement notice 
next to each other and have it displayed in a conspicuous place to 
the public at their place of work. 
 
Ms. Hall expressed her concern that individuals should not be able 
to work unless they pass the licensing examination.  
 
Ms. Christine raised her hand and was recognized by Chairperson 
McKay to present oral testimony. 
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Ms. Christine introduced herself and stated that she recently 
moved to Hawaii from Oregon.  She inquired if the Board would be 
eliminating the temporary work permit.  
 
Executive Officer Kleinhans responded that there was discussion 
in previous meetings on reducing the temporary permit terms or 
eliminating the temporary permit altogether.  He explained that 
this discussion ensued when the Board switched to the new NIC 
(National-Interstate Council of State Boards of Cosmetology) 
examination on March 24, 2020. 
 
Ms. Christine expressed her confusion of why an individual would 
be able to legally work if they have not passed the licensing 
examination.  She stated that Oregon state does not offer 
temporary permits. 
 
Discussion ensued regarding current Barber statutes requiring a 
barber applicant to apply and train as an apprentice for six months 
before qualifying for another series of examinations should the 
applicant fail to achieve a passing score by the fourth consecutive 
examination offered by the board, which is approximately one 
year. 

 
Executive Officer Kleinhans stated that the purpose of the 
proposed administration bill is to align and remedy inconsistencies 
between HRS chapters 438 and 439.  He recommended that 
Executive Officer Yam reach out to RICO (“Regulated Industries 
Complaints Office”) on strategies to educate the industry.  
 
Executive Officer Yam summarized the amendments to the 
proposed administration bill that was previously reported to the 
Board:   
 

• Adding definition of “Adequate sanitary facilities”, which 
means toilets located in properly ventilated rooms with 
doors, hot and cold running water, sinks or wash basins, 
and other requirements as may be prescribed by the rules 
of the board. 
 

• Adding definition of “Barber school”; 
 

• Adding “relaxing” to the definition of “Hairdresser” and 
“Practice of barbering”; 

 

• Amended the term of the temporary permit to “one year” 
instead of the consecutive examinations; 
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• Removing Barber remedial training, similar to the Beauty 
Operator examination process; 

 

• Removing the five-year license requirement for Barber and 
Beauty Operator member seats; 

 

• Clarifying that public members shall be private citizens not 
connected with the industry; 

 

• Adding a provision to provide the Board the ability to draft 
rules relating to the standards and requirements for 
apprenticeship training and training courses provided by 
schools; 
 

• Specifying a minimum age of sixteen years for registration 
or licensure; 

 

• Separating Barber training gained through a Barber school 
versus apprenticeship, and specifying 3,000 
apprenticeship training hours or 1,500 Barber school hours 
are required to qualify for the Barber examination; 
 

• Adding a provision to provide the Board latitude to 
consider training obtained in another jurisdiction to 
determine satisfaction of the high school education 
requirement; 

 

• Specifying the professional testing service shall administer 
the examination approved by the Board; 

 

• Adding a provision to provide the Board the ability to grant 
an extension to a temporary permit if the professional 
testing service is unable to administer the examination on 
a regular basis; 

 

• Specifying barber and beauty shops shall have adequate 
sanitary facilities as defined; 

 

• Specifying that one year of experience is required to train 
an apprentice; 

 

• Specifying apprentices shall be compensated in 
accordance with HRS chapter 387 and the Department of 
Labor and Industrial Relations Wage Standards Division; 
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• Adding a license forfeiture deadline of three years of non-
renewal; and 

 

• Raising penalty fee to $500 and raising disciplinary action 
fees to “shall be fined not less than $500 nor more than 
$2,000 for each violation” to adjust with inflation as 
appropriate. 

 
Executive Officer Yam reported two new amendments to the 
proposed administration bill:   

 

• Removing “change in shop name” in section -10(c): 
 
Any transfer of ownership of a barber or beauty shop, 
[change in a shop name] or relocation of a shop shall 
require the filing of an application with the required fees. 
 

• Adding language in section -16(a)(6) for clarity: 
 
Failure of a beauty school, during all hours of instruction, to 
operate the beauty school with an instructor-student ratio 
of at least one instructor for every twenty-five students, [or] 
and with a minimum of two licensed instructors; 

 
Discussion ensued regarding the Board’s policy which require an 
independent contractor renting a chair/room from an existing shop 
to obtain his/her own beauty shop license in addition to a beauty 
operator license.  Ms. Hall and Ms. Severson questioned the 
purpose of requiring an individual to obtain a beauty shop license 
within an already licensed beauty shop.  Executive Officer 
Kleinhans stated that further research may be needed to address 
Ms. Hall and Ms. Severson’s concerns regarding beauty shop 
licenses and recommended that the Board may propose another 
administration bill in the future. He reminded Board members that 
the purpose of the current proposed administration bill is to align 
and remedy inconsistencies between HRS chapters 438 and 439.  
 
Executive Officer Yam stated that the Board still needs to consider 
whether to include the Hawaii state laws and rules in the NIC 
examination.  

 
After discussion, it was moved by Vice-Chairperson Williams, seconded 
by Ms. Severson, and unanimously carried for the Board to accept the 
proposed administration bill and not include the Hawaii state laws and 
rules in the NIC examination.
